The Iowa Task Force for Young Women will again be offering scholarships to help Juvenile Court and Department of Human Service staff attend the conference.  

There will be a maximum scholarship dollar amount per Judicial District/Service Area. Those who want to attend need to fill out an application form (see below) and MUST get the approval of their Chief/SAM. Chiefs/SAMs will determine how the money for their District/Area will be spent. 

$10,000 will be divided equally between the Judicial Districts and Service Areas.

($5,000 each - $625/JD and $1,000/SA)

As with previous years, if a particular District/Area does not plan to use all of its scholarship funds that money can be offered to other Districts/Areas. These changes MUST be communicated to the conference coordinator, Kathy Nesteby, to avoid confusion. 

It is expected that scholarship recipients will use only the amount of funds necessary for their attendance to allow for the maximum number of people to attend. If there are funds left after the deadline of May 2, 2011 they will be released for use by others at the discretion of the Task Force. 

Scholarship recipients must pay for expenses and then use the travel voucher process for reimbursement (form provided at conference). 

Procedure

1. Complete enclosed application form (serves as your registration once approved)
2. Chief JCO, DHS SAM or their designee(s) approve scholarship funds requested from their District/Area. (not to exceed $625/JD or $1,000/SA unless negotiated otherwise) 
Scholarship participants DO NOT need to submit a personal check with their registration form.

3. Applicants submit application form to your Chief/SAM.
4. Chief/SAM will forward approved applications to conference coordinator.  

5. Those eligible for hotel reimbursement (see application for eligibility standards) that have chosen to use scholarship money for this expense will need to make their own hotel reservations. They will be responsible for paying for their hotel and will then need to submit the original receipt for reimbursement.  

6. Stop by the registration desk at the conference to pick up your travel voucher. Return it with your receipt(s) before you leave or mail it to Kathy Nesteby, Department of Human Rights, 2nd Floor, Lucas Building, Des Moines, IA 50319. Scholarship funds are NOT available to cover the cost of dinner or other peripheral costs associated with attendance. Expenses not detailed on this application form will NOT be reimbursed.
